Approved 
exchange students currently enrolled at one of our partner 
universities receive a tuition fee waiver for their international 
exchange program and do not pay fees to Swinburne, under 
the agreed reciprocal exchange arrangement.

Flexible study 

International students are required to take a full-time study  
load for Visa purposes. Students can study 3 classes or  
4 classes, across all Swinburne degrees.
